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The 1950s 
From Poodles To Presley, Americans Enter The Atomic Age 

by Jim Heimann 

The atomic bomb changed everything. 

By 1950, Americans were slowly accepting 

the fact that something fundamentally differ- 
ent was going on in society. Despite the vic- 

tories of World War Il and a post-war pros- 

perity that brought a rush of unheralded 

consumerism, atomic power had many 

Americans wondering what the future held. 
At the end of the summer in the year 1949, 

the explosion of a Russian atomic bomb 

confirmed that the United States was no 

longer the sole possessor of the mightiest 
nuclear device in the world and Americans 

responded in different ways. Some bought 

Geiger counters to mine for uranium. Others 
started digging bomb shelters in their back- 

yards to protect them from a nuclear blast. 

But regardless of their action, for most 
Americans the advent of the bomb signaled 
an end to an age of innocence and a time to 

buy, buy, buy. 

The early 1950s witnessed the continued 

paranoia that accompanied the possession 

of nuclear warheads. The U.S. government, 

in an attempt to keep one step ahead of the 

Russians, initiated an arms race. If the Reds 

had an atomic bomb, America needed a 

more powerful one. The resulting H-bomb 

£ 
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put the U. S. that one strategic step ahead. 

This rush to create the world's top nuclear 

power ushered in the atomic age which was 

quickly joined by other sobriquets for new 

technological developments. Soon advertis- 

ing copy was peppered with references to 

the jet age and the space age. A new cat- 

egory of advertising emerged addressing 

the Cold War. The tanks and jeeps of World 

War Il were replaced by nuclear subs and 

guided missiles. It was in this atmosphere 

that Madison Avenue, in attempting to put a 

positive spin on the atom and doomsday 

predictions, embraced nuclear power and 

applied it to advertising. The “peaceful 

atom” was now working for Americans. In 

one amazing ad, a mushroom cloud is ac- 
companied by copy which claims that “Even 

this cloud has a silver lining.” Advertisers 

appropriated space helmets and rockets to 

sell cereal. Car designers came up with exag- 

gerated tail fins for automobiles to express 

this new accelerated speed. And the Ameri- 

can public ate it up. 

Unlike previous decades in which the 

Depression and World War Il condoned fru- 

gality and rationing, American consumers of 

the 1950s were experiencing an unpreced-

ented phenomenon. A generation born be- 

fore and during the Depression were of an 

age where their earning power created a 

pocket of wealth. This, combined with a 

declining number of individuals to share it 
and the resumption of American industry's 

aggressive consumer economy after World 

War Il, set the stage for a buying binge that 

Americans would indulge in for the foresee- 

able future. With a productivity rate of two 

percent per year between 1945 and 1955 

Americans were buying 75 % of the cars and 

appliances on the earth. Despite the shadow 

of atomic obliteration hanging over the 

American consciousness, advertisers con- 

tinued to barrage the public, a new “mass 
market,” with products that were newer, bet- 

ter and faster. And Americans felt entitled to 
it. Striving to lead normal productive lives 

after saving the world from Axis aggression, 

the American public looked beyond their pre-

Bolstered by the media, consumers

ownership, which most Americans consid- 

ered their birthright, along with disposable 

income were the foundation for much of this 

consumption in the 1950s. Prompted by 

post-war housing shortages, the drift away 
from the city and into the suburbs was well 

on its way by the beginning ofthe decade 
with 23.6 million Americans owning their 

own homes. By 1960, there were 32.8 million 
homeowners. This suburban trend was firm- 

ly established with the construction of 
sprawling suburbs such as Levittown, New 
York, a former potato field that was devel- 

oped into a mass of 17,447 houses in 1951. 

With all of these detached, single family 
dwellings came the need to furnish and 
maintain them. Within ten years the sale of 

lawn and porch furniture sales jumped from 
53.6 million dollars to 145.2 million dollars, 

while automatic washer sales almost doubled 
from 1.7 million to 2.6 million. 

After home ownership, the automobile 
was next in line for Americans unabated 
consumption. The introduction of the 1955 

models in the fall of 1954 set off a buying 

frenzy. Redesigned to reflect the era's pre- 
occupation with speed, the new line of cars 

had sleek styling and lots of chrome. Chevro-

lets in particular received much of the atten- 

tion with their range of colors and dynamic 

new look. The hint of luxury was implied in 

marketing the cars and buyers were prom- 

ised a bit of the future as well. An ad for the 

Ford Lincoln asked buyers “Why be tied 

down to yesterday?” while copy for the Buick 

Roadmaster suggested that everywhere you 

went a red carpet would be rolled out upon 

your arrival. The status associated with auto- 

mobiles was unavoidable. Cars reflected an 

economic standard and a place in society for 
their owners. They also could be seen as re- 

flections of their driver’s personality. 

As the decade progressed, the extremes 
of car design were taken to their limits. Fins 

got larger, chrome embellished almost every 

surface and the size of the cars expanded to 

near-impossible lengths. The advertising 
which accompanied these behemoths bor- 

dered on pretension. The doomed Ford 

Edsel claimed “They'll know you've arrived 

when you drive up in an Edsel.” The Buick 

Limited was “The car conceived and created 

to change your ideas of luxury motoring.” 

The ad copy for the Pontiac declared “A bold 

new car for a bold new generation.” The 
trend in massive cars would last into the 
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early 1960s when smaller compact imports 

including the Volkswagen, an odd little Ger- 
man car which appeared at the end ofthe 

decade, would profoundly change the future 

of American car buying. Until then, America 

basked in an era unmatched in automobile 

production. 

Serious consumption was joined by 

whimsical buying in a move that seemed to 

counter the harsh realities of nuclear annihi- 

lation. Americans wholeheartedly embraced 

a whole range of fads in the 1950s buying 
unnecessary objects out of sheer compul- 

sion. Coonskin caps, chlorophyll-infused 

products, Capri pants, bongos, shrunken 

heads, hula hoops, flying saucers, Tupper- 

ware, and purple people eaters were bought 

with abandon. For one short period in the 
mid 1950s anything that was pink was in. 

Pink refrigerators, pink stoves, pink lipstick, 

pink dress shirts and pink typewriters. Ads 

for GE's pink light bulbs boasted that they 
would flatter complexions and furnishings. 

Copy for Royal portable typewriters gushed 
that finally you had choice in the color of 

your typewriter. The Russian threat would 

just have to wait until Americans could stock 

up on pink toilet paper.

Fall Fashion Forecast 
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In the 1950s, the public was badgered 

to consume, and no one wanted to be old 

fashioned. Replacing the old with the new 

was considered a good thing. Advertise- 
ments reinforced the idea that to be modern 

was to be hip. In design and architecture, 

modern usually meant European Mod- 

ernism. But modern also came to mean that 

objects were manufactured, not hand made, 

and most had a planned obsolescence built 

in. The American public trusted that industry 

had their best interests in mind and that 

they were being led to a better future by 

accepting everything modern. As long as 

things looked newer, exciting and better, 
consumption rolled swiftly along. 

Television, the new media giant that was 

a plaything in the 1930s and introduced to 

the public in the 1940s, had become in the 

’50s an all-consuming monolith absorbing 

the attention of every man, woman and child 

across the country. In just five years, the sale 
of TV sets climbed from 3.1 million in 1950 

to more than 32 million by mid-decade. 

Game shows, cartoons, variety shows, West- 

erns, cop shows and an endless variety of 

sit-at-home entertainment entranced Ameri- 

can viewers night after night.

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advances rapidly increased the size of TV 

sets and advertisers prompted consumers to 

go for the 21-inch set that was the price of 

the 17-inch set. Ads for Crosley televisions 

emphasized family viewing with “full room 
vision.” Within a few years, this trend was 

reversed and sets were being downsized for 

portability. “The personal TV for take it with 

you use” was how GE advertised the new 

portable. By 1959, Americans were staring at 

the “boob tube” for an average of six hours a 

day, seven days a week. Its across-the-board 

appeal would directly compete with and dis- 

able the motion picture industry. Eventually 

it also would erode the world of print, signal- 

ing the slow decline of American magazine 

advertising. 

Music in the early 1950's was affected by 

the changing tastes of the post-war period. 
The slow elimination of the Big Band sound 
which had dominated the music world for 
almost two decades was replaced in the 

charts by a range of tunes that were a mix- 

ture of sweet vocals, ballads, a bit of hill- 

billy/country and mood music. Liberace, 

dressed in a tuxedo while playing at his can- 

dlelit grand piano, exemplified this musical 
malaise. Making up to a million dollars a

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year, he catered to these sappy tastes. Just 

as popular was Mitch Miller, and his Sing 

Along with Mitch albums which sold 1.75 mil- 

lion records in fifteen months. With the juke- 

box fading and replaced by the potent com- 

bination of TV, the portable record player 

and the compact 45-rpm record, the music 

scene was ripe for a change. By far the defin- 

ing moment in this musical hodgepodge 

was the eruption of rock and roll in the mid 

1950s. Led by black artists who defined the 
roots of rock, it was Elvis Presley who cap- 

tured the attention of the huge teenage popu- 
lation and changed the direction of Ameri- 
can music for generations to come. His first 

three singles sold over a million copies and 
he had amassed 120 million in record and 
merchandising sales by 1960. Elvis as a phe- 

nomenon was quickly followed by other 

teenage idols. Their popularity was boosted 

by TV programs such as Dick Clark's Ameri- 

can Bandstand, the top rated teenage pro- 
gram that could make or break a rising star. 
The world of rock and roll was largely ig- 

nored by print advertisers in mass market 
magazines. Radio was the primary advertis- 
ing conduit, though a growing number of 

teen and fan magazines began to fill the void. 



As an antidote to the conformity por- 
trayed on television and the reality of the 

blandness of suburban living, some Ameri- 

cans would actively challenge the norm by 

nonconformist behavior. In a prelude to the 

turbulent sixties individuals such as author 

Jack Kerouac would personify the anti-social 

behavior that became the backbone of Beat 

culture, providing the straight world with the 

Beat Generation. James Dean became the 

cinema version of the lonely, alienated and 

misunderstood youth. Juvenile delinquents 

were the polar opposite of the squeaky-clean 
football players and cheerleaders America 

liked to think were the backbone of the coun- 
try. Teenagers meanwhile reveled in the sym- 

bolic trappings of rebellion in an affront to 
their parents middle class values. Hot rods 

and customized cars represented the free 
expression of car design disengaged from 

Detroit's assembly line product. Jazz, which 

had simmered and evolved into an abstract 
and free form expression, perfectly matched 

the mood of this underground swell of new 
hipsters and was an alternative to the cloy- 
ing pop music of the masses. These under- 

currents of social change paralleled the opti- 

mistic picture painted in the advertisements

of magazines and the mainstream press and 
anticipated the social upheaval the next 

decade would bring. 

The '50s could be distilled into a world 

of pink and charcoal gray. The blandness of 

the man in the gray flannel suit versus the 

pink pouting lips of sex goddess Marilyn 

Monroe. The black and white McCarthy hear- 

ings and pink poodles advertising liquor. 

The dull conformity of the suburbs versus 

the wild bongo rhythms of the beatniks. The 
unabashed consumerism of the 1950s 

expressed in the advertisements of the 

decade reflected the extremes of a modern 
affluent generation and would lead Ameri- 

cans into the turbulent 1960s rejecting and 
reflecting on the tidal wave of 1950s con- 

sumerism.

La bombe atomique a tout changé. Vers 

1950, les Américains se font lentement à 

l’idée qu'un changement fondamental se 
produit dans leur société. Malgré les vic- 

toires de la Seconde Guerre mondiale et une 

prospérité qui entraîne le pays dans un con- 

sumérisme sans précédent, le danger atomi- 

que pousse nombre d'Américains à s'inter- 

roger sur l'avenir. A la fin de l'été 1949, 

l'explosion d'une bombe atomique russe 

confirme que les Etats-Unis ne sont plus l'u- 

nique détenteur du dispositif nucléaire le 

plus puissant du monde. Les habitants 

réagissent de différentes maniéres. Certains 

se munissent de compteurs Geiger pour 

faire de la prospection d'uranium. D'autres 

se mettent á creuser des abris anti-atomi- 

ques au fond de leur jardin. Mais indépen- 

damment de ces actions, pour la plupart des 

Américains l'arrivée de la bombe annonce la 

fin de l'innocence et la venue d'une époque 

où chacun ne pense plus qu’à acheter, 

acheter, encore acheter.

Le résultat, c'est la 

bombe H et une avance stratégique pour les 

USA. Cette obsession à devenir la première 

puissance nucléaire donne naissance au 

terme d'ére atomique, ainsi qu’à d'autres 

sobriquets accompagnant les avancées tech- 

nologiques successives. Très vite, les affi- 

ches publicitaires s'émaillent de références à 

l'ère des supersoniques, à celle de l’espace. 

D'autres s’inspirent de la guerre froide. Les 

tanks et les Jeeps de la dernière guerre sont 

remplacés par des sous-marins nucléaires et 

des missiles téléguidés. C'est dans cette 

atmosphère que Madison Avenue, pour ten- 

ter d'insuffler un tour positif aux prédictions 

catastrophiques concernant l'atome, s’em- 
pare de l'énergie nucléaire et la lance dans la 

publicité. « Latome de la paix » travaille 

dorénavant pour les Américains.

tastique. Le public américain est aux anges. 

Contrairement aux décennies précé- 

dentes, où la Crise de 29 puis la Seconde 

Guerre mondiale avaient imposé frugalité et 

rationnement, les consommateurs des 

années 50 vivent un phénomène sans précé- 

dent. Une génération née avant et pendant 

la Crise a atteint l’âge où son pouvoir 

d'achat la place en position de richesse. Ce 

phénomène, le fait qu'un nombre moindre 

d'individus y participe, et l'extraordinaire 

reprise économique de l’industrie améri- 

caine après la guerre, incitent les Américains 

à dépenser sans compter.

Encouragés par les médias, les consomma- 

teurs obéissent à ces attaques publicitaires 

et achètent tout ce qui leur est incessam- 

ment proposé. Devenir propriétaire, ce que 

la plupart des Américains considèrent 

comme un droit, et jouir de revenus disponi- 

bles, tels sont les principaux axes de la con- 

sommation des années 50. Conséquence du 

manque de logements après la guerre, 

s'éloigner de la ville en direction de la ban- 

lieue s'inscrit alors comme réalité sociale et 

23,6 millions d'Américains deviennent 

propriétaires de leur domicile.

Après l'acquisition du logement, l’auto- 

mobile occupe la deuxième place dans cette 

consommation constante des Américains. 

La mise en vente des modèles 1955, à l’au- 

tomne 1954, provoque une véritable 

frénésie. Redessinées pour refléter le désir 

de vitesse de l’époque, ces voitures arborent 

des lignes fuselées et se parent de chromes. 

Les Chevrolet suscitent un intérêt particulier 

par leur gamme de couleurs et leur allure 

dynamique. Pour la commercialisation, on 

parle aux acheteurs de luxe et d'avenir. Une 

publicité pour la Ford Lincoln leur pose la 

question : « Pourquoi rester attaché au 

passé ? », tandis que celle de la Buick Road- 

master vous assure que, où que vous alliez, 
on déroulera le tapis rouge, rien que pour 

vous. Impossible d'éviter la relation entre 

automobile et statut social. La voiture reflète 

le niveau économique et financier de son 

propriétaire.

La malheureuse Ford Edsel proclame: « Ils 

sauront que c'est vous, quand vous arriverez 

dans votre Edsel ». La Buick Limited s'af- 

firme «la voiture conçue et créée pour 

changer vos idées en matiére de luxe ». La 

Pontiac enfin se déclare « une voiture intré- 

pide pour une génération qui l’est tout 

autant ». Ce goût pour la voiture massive 

va se perpétuer jusqu'au début des années 

soixante, où l'importation de modèles com- 

pacts comme la Volkswagen, petite alle- 

mande apparue à la fin de la décennie, vien- 

dra profondément changer les perspectives 

des acheteurs américains. Jusque-là, en ce 

qui concerne la production automobile, 

l'Amérique profite d'un succès inégalé. 

Cette consommation sérieuse s'accom- 

pagne d’un goût pour les achats de fan- 

taisie, sans doute en réponse à l'angoisse 

d’une catastrophe nucléaire.

Des publicités soutiennent que les 

ampoules roses de la General Electric met- 

tent en valeur le teint et |’ameublement. 

Celles pour les machines à écrire portatives 

Royal stipulent que le choix de la couleur 

vous revient. La menace russe devra atten- 

dre que les Américains aient le temps de 

stocker leur papier toilette rose. 

Dans ces années ivres de consomma- 

tion, personne n'oserait se laisser dépasser 

par la mode.
