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ALESSANDRO BIFFIGNANDI

Born in Rome in 1935, Alessandro Biffignandi developed
an interest in drawing and cartoons at a very young age.
After school he attended art college, where he became
fascinated by cinema posters, and on graduating
he became an apprentice with the great Italian
poster illustrator Averardo Ciriello. At the age of 20,
Biffignandi was head-hunted by the studio of Augusto
Favelli, which at that time was Italy’s biggest producer
of film posters. In the 1960s, he moved to Milan and
created cover artwork for the D'Ami studio, an art
agency that produced comic strips for the UK market,
including the famous Fleetway war comics. From 1970
until the early '8os, he produced hundreds of high-
quality covers for the adult comic titles published by
Edifumetto — including Zora la Vampira, Cimiteria, and
Biancaneve. Biffignandi then left the world of comics to
concentrate on magazine and book illustration. Today,
he still paints, but only for pleasure.

FOREWORD

ITALY HAS BEEN KEEPING an exciting secret from you! In the early 1970s, a bold new type of adult
comic book began to hit the country’s news stands. Known in Italy as “sexy fumetti”, these comics were
notorious for featuring no-holds-barred sex and violence, and their covers were rendered by some of the
greatest Italian illustrators of the time. The foremost name in the “sexy fumetti” cover art of the period
was, and is, Alessandro Biffignandi, who produced some great work for the publisher Edifumetto.

I found my first “sexy fumetti” original cover painting by sheer luck. One day, on a whim, I felt
compelled to do a web search for “Italian pulp art”. I'm not sure why I chose this combination of terms;
maybe I had certain expectations: I knew that Italy has been knocking it out of the creative park since the
Renaissance. 'm a big fan of spaghetti westerns and the stylish Italian horror films of the late "7os. I love
the styles of European comic art, and their healthy attitude toward nudity.

So it seemed logical to me that I'd find something of interest. Alas, I found just one item: a painting
listed in a gallery of American comic and sports collectibles. It was by “A. Biffignandi” and was simply
described as “Italian pulp art”. Despite my 25+ years of appreciating popular comic, fantasy, and movie
poster illustration, this painting, with its background featuring Rome’s iconic Colosseum, presented a
style and feeling I'd never seen before. I traced the surname Biffignandi (pronounced biffin-YAHN-dee),
got the artist’s first name, discovered what this painting had been created for, and then learned with great
joy that this was just one of about a thousand such works floating around Europe.

So why has this art been a secret for so many years? Actually, it has not been a secret in many parts
of the world. The “sexy fumetti” were created in Italy, and then licensed and translated into over a dozen
different languages, finding distribution throughout the many countries of Europe, Central America and
South America, North Africa, and French-speaking Canada. Tens of millions of copies were produced
over a decade. Only a paltry 20 or so issues, however, are known to have been translated into English —
those were published in the UK; none are known to have been published for the sexually uptight American
populous. So it's probably due to the language barrier that English-speaking countries, regardless of their
massive comic fan bases, have to this point had such little awareness of Italy’s adult comics.

Biffignandi is the last of the old masters, and one of the very few of his kind who rendered cover art
for publisher Edifumetto’s infamous adult comics. His covers sometimes referenced famous TV and
movie characters, set in bizarre and unlikely situations. It's an approach that pre-dates the American
lowbrow pop art movement by about 20 years. Biffignandi’s extraordinary talent often elevated the subject
matter above exploitation. At first glance the image serves its commercial intent. But then something else
happens.: you hesitate to turn the page, as if your mind is determined to grasp the mystery of the imagery.

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Had he been alive in the time of Michelangelo, we might be discussing his works for the Catholic Church.
What might Michelangelo have painted, had he been looking for work in 1970s Italy? Particularly notable
is Biffignandi’s use of colour. No matter how colourful the work, there’s always a perfect harmony to the
palette. Typical “sexy fumetti” cover art can appear garish, but in the hands of Biffignandi, the colours
sing like a choir. His brushwork is a trademark of his art: it’s a style that resembles the dimensional rake
marks of a sculpting tool. Which is fascinating to me, being a sculptor myself. His brush strokes appear
effortless; in fact, his work seems to lack a single laboured or unnecessary stroke.

Biffigandi’s paintings were usually rendered with little knowledge of the comic’s storyline. But
relation to the story was not imperative: it was the covers that sold the comics. Additionally, buyers
weren't limited to the adult market; although the comics were labelled “for adults only”, friends of mine
who grew up in 1970s Italy have told me about buying these comics at the age of 12! News stand vendors
would strategically place the adult comics alongside mainstream ones such as Tex and Superman.

Over the years I've enjoyed some brief interactions with Biffignandi. Although we don’t speak the
same language, we have managed to communicate through internet translators and friends. I've found
him to be a kind, yet shy man. Having hired him for a commission | found him to be easy going and
masterful in his work, even at the age of 80.

Biffignandi’s work for Edifumetto deserves a page in the history of pop culture art. As with artists
like Mark Ryden and Robert Williams, his subject matter should in no way preclude it from high regard.
After all, there are plenty of writhing naked bodies, gut-ripping demons and erotic themes to be found in
the legacy of great Classical art. Since I've been collecting “sexy fumetti” cover art, I've been torn between
keeping its existence a secret from other potential collectors and sharing it with everyone | can. The latter
approach has won out and I'm thrilled that my fellow collectors have agreed to join in and contribute to
this fine portfolio. So, prepare your eyes for a heavy dose of visual adrenalin. An inspiring dreamscape of
beauty and horror from a true Italian master, Alessandro Biffignandi.

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INTRODUCING
ALESSANDRO BIFFIGNANDI

ALESSANDRO BIFFIGNANDI is a hugely talented and versatile Italian artist whose career spanned
the 1950s to the 1980s. He has designed striking movie posters and created eye-catching covers for
comics and books in many different genres — including war, westerns, horror and romance. Today he
is best known for the many imaginative and highy erotic adult comic book covers he painted for the
publishing house Edifumetto during the 1970s and ’80s, many of which are featured in this book.

Born in Rome in 1935, Biffigandi developed an interest in drawing at a young age: “Before I
could read, when I was just four or five years old, I had a big passion for comic books,” he recalls.
“At home we had some Topolino (Mickey Mouse) comics and albums. I'd spend ages looking
at the drawings and then I would try to copy them.” Later, as a schoolboy during World War II, he
enjoyed the US adventure comic strips featuring early superheroes that were being published in Italy,
especially L’Uomo Mascherato (The Phantom) and Mandrake il Mago (Mandrake the Magician).

After finishing secondary school, Biffignandi attended an art college in Rome. “Given my interests,
I was keen on a career in illustrating comics,” he says. “Up to the age of 15 or 16, I drew a lot of comic
strips, but most of them looked a bit amateurish and so I came to believe that I wasn't very good at it!”
However, he showed some of his drawings to the designers at Il Vittorioso (The Victorious) — a weekly
comic magazine published by a Catholic association — who encouraged him to continue his work, even if
he himself wasn’t convinced it was worth it.

In the end, though, Biffignandi decided not to take the route of comic illustration, as instead he
“became fascinated with cinema billboards, with their bright colours”, and found a new vocation. “I
started to buy movie magazines and spent a lot of time in front of film posters themselves, carefully ob-
serving and memorizing their details in a bid to understand their secrets. Back at home, I’d attempt to
reproduce the posters in my own way, using images in the film magazines as an additional source. I
created a whole bunch of fake posters, and when I had enough material I put everything in a folder.”

“I didn’t have the guts, however, to take my work to the film distribution houses: partly out of shyness,
and partly because I felt I wasn’t ready to be a poster illustrator. Then, one of my classmates at art college
said he would approach them on my behalf — all I had to do was go with him and watch. So off we went,
and the press office directors all said that they could see the talent in my work, but also a lack of expe-
rience. This made me realize that I really needed some technical training, and so I decided that when I
graduated from art college I would become an apprentice with a professional illustrator.”

In 1954, Biffignandi approached the poster designer Averardo Ciriello. “I decided on Ciriello’s studio
because he was, in my opinion, the best man to teach me. It wasn’t so much his ability as a billboard

designer, but the fact that his education was so broad: he could turn his hand to just about anything. He
was a great illustrator, in every aspect. | was very lucky — | turned up with my work and he accepted me.
| attended his studio for a couple of years and | learned a lot during that time, especially how to use and
mix colours.” The results of this training became evident pretty quickly, as Biffignandi’s mentor let him
make four posters which he then finished personally.’l would go to Ciriello’s studio in the morning and
the afternoon - basically | was always there — but | only went to learn, not to work, an arrangement he and
| agreed from the very beginning. Ciriello was extremely helpful and my time with him was very positive.
He had a certain sense of humour and when he was in the mood, you could have a lot of fun around him.
He gave me a really strong technical foundation and | came away from the experience totally enriched.”

At this point Biffignandi was 20 years old, and needed to realize some of his professional ambitions
as well as improve his financial situation. So he left Ciriello’s studio and started work with the brothers
Enzo and Giuliano Nistri — painters and designers who produced cinema advertising - as a freelance
designer. “They would give me photos with a brief, and | would execute the poster design and then take
it to them. My work was always accepted as it was, which showed me that my time with Ciriello had ena-
bled me to move from an amateur to a professional designer. My collaboration with the brothers lasted a
while, until one day they called to let me know that the most important studio in Rome was interested in
my talent: that of Augusto Favalli, which at that time was Italy’s biggest producer of film posters.”

“My first job with the Studio Favalli was a poster for the re-release of a 1940 war movie called
L'’Assedio dell’Alcazar (The Siege of Alcazar). The studio was frequented by many talented illustrators and
one of the advantages of working there was that you could see their draft work. Augusto Favalli was also
the official art director for the big Italian distribution company Lux Film, so | got to see originals from
Nicola Simbari, Giorgio Olivetti and all the big names of the time; this was very helpful for me”

By the late 1950s, the illustration market in the UK was thriving, and British artists received far higher

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rates of pay for their work than their counterparts in Italy. “The UK was really attractive for illustrators
at this time, especially the younger ones,’ Biffignandi recalls. “My friend Renato Fratini (an lItalian
commercial artist who specialized in book covers and movie posters), who had previously had success
at the Studio Favalli, moved to London in search of adventure. In the summer of 1960, | also decided
to leave for London; | told Augusto Favalli of my plans but he was against the idea. And for a number
of reasons | won't go into, | ended up staying in Italy.”

Biffignandi didn't re-locate to London but he did leave Rome, for Milan. On Fratini’s advice, he
moved to the city and approached the D’Ami studio, an art agency that produced comic strips destined
for the UK market — both for Fleetway and D.C. Thompson. “I started work pretty much immediate-
ly on the famous Fleetway war comics,” Biffignandi says. “They were highly popular in their home
market, and it required a lot of illustrators to produce them - artists from the UK, Spain, and South
America, as well as Italy, were kept very busy. At first, creating these covers was somewhat problematic
for me, because | didn't have the technical knowledge to draw accurate weaponry and military vehicles,
but | quickly learned everything | could about machine-guns, aeroplanes, and tanks, and in the end, |

even knew how many bolts each of them had!”

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At the end of 1970, Biffignandi began a very successful tenure with publisher Edifumetto, for whose
numerous adult comic titles he painted hundreds of fabulous covers. “This is the most folkloric part of
my career,” he says. “For many years in lItaly, illustrators’ work was subject to censorship: we couldn’t
show anything vaguely improper, neither on posters or in illustrations, but at this point in time, the taboo
was starting to disappear. There was a liberalization and we had a sex explosion! There were new glossy
magazines imitating the US publication Playboy, with partial female nudity - still partial but quite risqué
—and these were quickly followed by the emergence of erotic comics for adults”

“| started seeing these comics on the newsstands, and thought that their covers were quite ugly
— and | usually don't speak badly about other people’s work. | mentioned to Gino D’Antonio (a
fellow artist at Fleetway) that | would like to produce some of those covers myself, but wasn’t sure how
to offer my services. D’Antonio told me he knew Renzo Barbieri — Edifumetto’s founder and publisher
- very well, and that he would talk to him about my interest. To me, the prospect of drawing women — my
favourite subject — seemed unreal. And above all, they would be half-naked!”

When the two men met, Barbieri immediately asked Biffignandi to produce covers for two of
his company’s most successful titles. “At the beginning | worked on Bonnie and Messalina,”
Biffignandi “but later on | of Edifumetto’s comics -

particularly Zora la Vampira and Biancaneve. When | started out, the creative team at Edifumetto
left me to interpret the content and themes of the covers as | wished, and I'd source images from
magazines like Playboy. In time, though, the editorial staff gave me a brief to follow, and | started using
models to create the characters. | almost always used photos I'd taken myself at home, or at the stu-
dio, of non-professional models - friends and acquaintances, but especially my wife at the time, who
was an excellent private model! For the majority of the work | preferred to use original material: at
the time there were tons of soft-porn magazines but there wasn't a great deal of choice in terms of
photographic material, so | used my own. | still have a pack of model shots that | didn't use.”

“Painting these covers was a pleasure because | really enjoyed the genre and the comics’s stories were
also to my liking, ranging as they did from horror to the erotic. And, obviously, Id rather draw a half-na-
ked girl than an army tank!” Biffignandi admits. “While | was painting | found that if the models didn't
have the right shape, by adding my touch | could make any "normal” woman very beautiful. When you
have a model, you can get her into a pose that is uniquely your own, and doesn't exist elsewhere; you can
also study the shadows and use them as you like. Undoubtedly, the result is more lively.

In the early 1980s, Biffignandi made a final career move, leaving the world of comics to concentrate
on magazine and book illustration. These days, he says, he is dedicating himself to painting for pleasure.
“Mostly female subjects or sometimes commissions, just for friends who ask.”

In 1984, Edifumetto launched a new title which, like its sister publication Attualita
Nera (Black Current Affairs), exploited readers’ morbid interest in crime. Unlike
many other Edifumetto titles, Attualita Flash (Newsflash Current Affairs) did not
feature regular characters; instead the stories revolved around various criminal
activities, spiced up with heavy doses of sex and violence. Some of Biffignandi’s covers
for Edifumetto were conceived or executed outside Italy, using local models — for example,
the artist visited Bogota, capital of Colombia, London, and New York, where the local
setting also inspired the cover’s content.

Biancaneve (Snow White) was loosely based on the classic Brothers Grimm fairytale
Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs, although after the first issue, the storyline quickly
lost much resemblance to its source. Edifumetto’s parody, which ran for four series,
recounts the sexual adventures of a buxom Snow White in a medieval world populated
by horny princes and queens, and excitable fairytale creatures. Biffignandi created all
the covers for the series, and he says it was his favourite title to work on.

This is a pretty hardcore, taboo-busting, London-set horror series featuring lashings of
torture and necrophilia and explicit sexual imagery. Cimiteria, whose name is derived
from the Italian word for cemetery, is the revived corpse of a beautiful young woman
who is raised from the dead by a sorcerer using black magic and electricity. He’s
helped in this feat by the cemetery’s caretaker, Quasimodo, a deformed gravedigger
who later becomes Cimiteria’s lover. This unlikely couple become involved in all
kinds of bizarre adventures, including killing sprees. Cimiteria’s second series, Super

Cimiteria, was a collection of re-issues.
