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As the official photographer on the set of
Watchmen, Clay Enos was there at every stage
as director Zack Snyder filmed the adaptation of
the legendary graphic novel. As well as his day-
to-day duties making sure there was a visual
record of the production, Enos also made time to
work on this very special project: a collection of
black and white portrait photographs

From the lead heroes, including of course
Rorschach, The Comedian, Dr. Manhattan, Nite

Owl, Ozymandias, and Silk Spectre, to supporting

characters and even the unsung extras in the
crowd, plus the crew who put the film together,
his lens captured them all. With its wealth of
exclusive photographs, this stunning book is a
unique look into the world of the film
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I'm haunted by faces. On the most basic level,
they're the point where humans make their
strongest emotional connection with one another.
My obsession comes from a lifelong practice of
photography, trying to coax out the stories each face
has to tell. The stories can come from the quirky
wrinkle in a crooked smile, the hard shadow that
accentuates to near grotesqueness a perfect bone
structure, or the deeply rutted forehead compress-
ing in anguish above raised brows — but most of all,
you can always find them in the eyes if you work at
it hard enough.

Clay Enos is haunted by faces, too. He collects
them; always has. That's why when we hired him as
the unit still photographer on Watchmen he went
about his duties with his usual enthusiasm and
aesthetic expertise. It also meant that without
bothering to mention it to anyone, he began compiling
the stunning collection of images you have here.

It was fascinating to see him lay out all the photos
for selection, like a vast mosaic on the floor, poring
over each one and searching for that intangible
something that struck just the right chord inside
him. Watching someone work like that is an awesome
experience, and | count myself lucky to be able to
work with somebody | value as a friend and whom |
also respect as an artist.

| look at this volume as part yearbook and part art
book. In one sense, this is a touching record of an
enormous undertaking and the people who gave so
much of themselves for it over many arduous
months. Not only do these pages immortalize
individual cast and crewmembers, but they also
celebrate in particular the exceptional work of our
talented costume, hair, and make-up departments.

But even beyond that, the photos of the actors in
costume capture something more. What at first
glance simply might appear to be an extra dressed
up as a general for a day, reveals on closer study the
decades of a career spent in uniform. An actor in
tights and a hood becomes a masked vigilante from
a bygone age that could have been. Another is a
world leader with Armageddon bearing down on
him. Each image is a complete narrative of an
entirely other lifetime.

That's what we try to convey over the course of an
entire feature film, but Clay’s done it here in each
and every frame.
